g) 23…exd5 keeping the rook behind his passed a pawn is a sensible alternative.

h) 25.Qa6! looks even better – 25...Rc8 26.Rb1! Rxc7 27.Rb8+ Bd8 28.Bxc7 Qxc7 29.Rc8 wins.
i) To challenge White’s bishop seems logical but after 26…Bf6 27.Qa6 e5 28.dxe Bxe5 29.Bxe5 Rxe5 30.Rfc1 Rd5 White has the sensational 30.Qxc8+!! Qxc8 31.Rb6 Re5 32.Rb8 Re8 33.Rxc8 Rxc8 34.Rd1! mating or queening.

j) Black is now lost: 28…h5 keeps Black alive.

After draws in Games 4 & 5 Carlsen won Game 6 
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(see position above). In Game 7, a main-line Berlin 
Defence to the Ruy Lopez, Anand (Black) sacrificed 
a piece on move 31 to leave himself R + 4p v R, N 
& 2 pawns, all on the queenside, managing to draw 
in a marathon 122 moves.
