Anand again played the solid Berlin Defence and seemed to be 
getting the better position. With a draw Anand would have a 
chance to square the match with a win with White in the final 
game, heralding the need for rapid-play games to find the winner. 
However an ill-advised exchange sacrifice handed the game to 
Carlsen, bringing the match to a disappointing early finish:

d) White dare not accept Black’s brilliant pawn sacrifice: 24.cxb c6! 25.bxc6+ Kxc6 or 24.axb a4 25.bxa Rxa4 26.Rc1 Nf4! are both good for Black.
e) This exchange sacrifice is the losing move. 27….Bg7 or …Be7 planning 28…Bxf6 and 27…Rb3 were good alternatives.
f) 28…axb4 would have given more chances.
