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Fabiano Caruana (Black v Nispeanu) finds a 
winning sequence of moves (3+) to win his 
last round game and the tournament in a recently 
completed tournament in Dortmund:
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The results of the 3rd Norway Chess GM Tournament, played in Stavangar on the SW coast from 15th to 25th June, would have disappointed the Norwegian fans with world champion Magnus Carlsen failing to reach 50%, let alone challenging for top place. Unaware of a change of time controls at the start he lost to Veselin Topalov on time in a winning position.  This was followed up by a Rd 2 loss to Fabiano Caruana.  He also lost to ex-world champion Viswanathan Anand and compatriot, Norway’s number 2 Jon Ludvig Hammer (for the first time since the age of 10), and finished with a mere 3.5/9.  Winner was a fortunate Topalov (6.5/9) who also defeated Hammer who missed a simple drawing move in an ending in their game. Anand played impressively to tie =2nd with Hikaru Nakamura on 6 points.
