 Choong with 5/6 (draws with Edik Gilmetdinov & Gordon Dunlop)+.  2nd = were Tim Hare making a welcome return to the Grand Prix scene, Andrew Hardegen, Gordon Dunlop and junior Paddy Goh, all on 4. Gordon and Paddy were the leading Under 1900 players while George France, Kevin Mygal and Mick Nairn, one of two players up from Albany, all on 3, shared the Under 1600 prizes. Although Tim Hare lost to both Yita and Ned Tomic (who makes a habit of defeating much higher rated players) he showed his skill in closed positions with a hard fought won against one of the state’s leading young players Adam Kelly:

a) CLUES: White uses deflection or skewer to meet the immediate threat of 1…d1=Q.


       When Black again threatens promotion an unprotected fork secures stalemate.

b) While White intends to build an attack against the king, Black plans to open up the queenside.

c) 19.Nxh6+ gxh6 20.Qxf6 was threatened.

c) Creating a severe weakness on the white squares – 22…Bd8 is a better way of preventing 23.f6.
d) 23…c4 might cause problems for White.
e) Successive aggressive undeveloping of the bishops and threatening 26.Bxh6. 
f) Black has succeeded in opening up the queenside and is able to mount a counterattack with good prospects.

g) But this is the wrong square: 36…Qa2 threatening 37…Qxc2+ forces 38.Qd1 breaking White’s attack. 
h) White breaks through with a sacrificial mating attack – 39…Qxc1 40.fxg+ Rxg7 41.Re8+.

ignoring the threat to his bishop (39.Qxf7? gives Blac ka perpetual check).
If 39…Qxc1 40.fxg+ Rxg7 41.Re8+.

SOLUTION: 1.Nb7! Bxb7 (not 1…d1=Q? 2.Rd8+) 2.Rf1 Bf3 (threatening 3…d1=Q 4.Bxd1 and Black with bishop & knight has sufficient material to mate) 3.Rxf3!! d1=Q (promoting to a rook is also drawn) 4.Rd3+!! Qxd3 stalemate.
SOLUTION: 1.Rd5! (1.h4 fails against 1…h6) Black resigns (1…Rxd5 2.Bf6+):
