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As promised here is a report and game from
the recent  Bilboa Masters Play-Off between 
Wesley So and Anish Giri after they finished
level ahead of Ding Liren and Viswanathan 

Anand.  The two-game play-off was played 
with a time limit of 4 mins + 3 sec increments. 
In the first Giri, with R + N v R + B, had a pawn 
plus, passed on the b file.  He subsequently lost 
a central pawn but then forked the rook and 
bishop, briefly thinking he had won a piece. 
However it was So who came out a piece up 
with his reply forking king and knight.  In the 
second Giri was again in the box seat but missed 
a complicated win of two pawns and then a simple  
two move combination which would have won 
So’s queen. Giri did win a pawn but it proved 
insufficient to win in a rook and opposite colour 
square bishops and the game ended in a draw after
more than 90 moves (an average of 6 sec a move),
