Play at Reykjavik
The European Teams Championship concluded this week with Russia winning both the Open & the Women’s Championship, held in Reykjavik, Iceland. The Russian Open team of Peter Svidler, Alexander Grischuk, Evgeny Tomashevsky, Ian Nepomniachti and Dmitry Jakovenko went through undefeated with six wins and three draws. Second to fourth place went to Armenia, Hungary and France, all with +5, =3, -1.  The French team, although failing to win a medal, earned great respect with the shadow of the Paris massacres hanging over their heads. Remakably, with Maxime Vachier-Lagrave beating Aronian, France defeated Armenia on the day news came through of the atrocities.  For MVL it was a case of deja vu as he was starting the Tata tournament in Wijk aan Zee when the Charlie Hebdo killings occurred, with one of the murdered cartoonists known to him personally. World champion Magnus Carlsen had a poor tournament, losing rating points after losses to Levon Aronian and Yannick Pelletier (Switz), the latter through a rudimentary blunder in the endgame.
