With the Nigel Short Lecture and 30 Board Simultaneous Display at the Rhein-Donnau Club only two days away it will be interesting to compare his result after all the games have finished with that of the world champion Magnus Carlsen who recently took on 70 opponents in Hamburg.  The significance of 70 was the 70th anniversary of the German Newspaper Die Ziet. The 1400 applicants proved the interest generated in the event and there was a competition to guess the final score with many tipping 70 - 0. After six hours of play the final score was 68 – 2 in favour of Carlsen (+67 =2 -1) with the only winner being Jens-Erik Rudolpe, a historical chess author with a FIDE rating of 1981. Former WA champion Stuart Byrne who has played Nigel Short, citing Short’s skill in Rapidplay and Blitz chess, believes he will win all games but I am of the opinion he will lose one or two games and draw at least two. What is your prediction of the result?
