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         Korchnoi – Teschner 1962:                              Korchnoi (Hastings 1955/56)
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    White to play and win (4 moves):
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As reported last week great Viktor Korchnoi has died in Switzerland aged 84.  He will be   remembered as one of the greatest players of all time and one of the great fighters on the chess board. To quote from Golembek's Encyclopedia of Chess, 'Korchnoi's chess style is very attractive for the onlookers, for he fights hard for a win in every game and is frequently in desperate time trouble. He has the reputation of possessing immense reserves of  determination and powers of concentration. At his most dangerous when launching a counter-attack, Korchnoi is perhaps one of the greatest defensive players of modern times.'  Korchnoi was born in Leningrad in 1931 from a poor background and survived the siege of the city. He played in the USSR championship for the first time in 1952, coming 6th.  He became an IM in 1954 and a GM in 1956.  He won the Soviet championship on four occasions and a host of international events, many with enormous scores.
He was a  representative for the USSR in six Olympiads, scoring an impressive +50 =31 -3. More next week.
