       Kramnik at Baku Olympiad
In our last look at the Baku Olympiad we concentrate on Russia which had the highest ranked team and was co-favourites with the USA.  As he is due to play Magnus Carlsen for the world title later this month Sergey Karjakin was selected as Bd 1 even though he has a lower rating than ex-world champion Vladimir Kramnik. Russian scores: Karjakin +4 =4 -1 6/9, Kramnik +5 =3 6.5/8, Evgeny Tomashevsky +2 =4 -1 4/7, Ian Nepomniachtch +7 =2 -1 8/10, Alaexander Grischuk +6 =3 -1 7.5/10. Russia's score of 18/22 with +8 =2 (to USA & India) -1 (to UK) was only good enough to secure third place behind USA and Ukraine. Russia has now gone seven Olympiads since its last top place in 2002 when it gained its sixth title in a row following the break up of the USSR which had won almost all the previous Olympiads dating back to 1952. Here's one of the outstanding games from Russia's star player who gained the Board 2 gold medal and regained world no 2 ranking:

a) A most imaginative move in what may appear to be a balanced almost sterile position. White gives up two minor pieces for a rook but his rooks will tie up Black and pawns will be shed.
b) Black should play 23...Bf5 before ...Bc7. This gives White the chance for a further sacrifice.
c) Black is lost but this hastens the end leaving d5 unprotected.
