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The 2016 Isle of Man Open, played last month, had a number of the world's leading players among the 131 competitors.  Winner was Pavel Elijanov (Ukraine) on countback after he and Fabiano Caruana tied on 7.5/9. Third was Arkadij Naiditsch on 7 followed by Alexi Shirov, Salem Saleh, David Howell & Wesley So on 6.5 with Hikaru Nakamura & Michael Adams among those on 6.
Australia had three players competing, John Paul  Wallace, who with 5.5 clinched his GM title, Max Illingworth 4.5 & Emma Guo 2.5.

All three have seen queens
exchanged early but in the 3rd game Carlsen won a pawn
and later a bishop for a pawn but agreed draw when he
would be left with rook & knight v rook (78 moves) .

SOLUTION: 1...Rxe2 2.Rxe2 Qxe2!! 3.Qxe2 Nxh3+ 4.Kh2 (if 4.Kxg2 Nf4+ wins) 4...g1=Q+ 5.Kxh3 Kh7 and Black wins the queen ending.
