Carlsen – Karjakin (World Championship Play-off Game 4):


with Black threatening mate, White pulls off a spectacular finish:
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After securing a lead by winning game 8, Sergey Karjakin missed a drawing line in the middle game in Game 10 allowing Magnus Carlsen to grind out a long endgame win. With the last two games drawn, a rapid-play play-off of 4 games became necessary (all on one day, 25 min each with 10 sec increments). Carlsen failed to find the win in Game 2 with 2 bishops & 2 kingside pawns vs rook & 3 kingside pawns, but won Game 3 when Karjakin blundered when short of time and in an inferior position. In the final game Karjakin played the only Sicilian of the match (1.e4 c5) but again lost (see diagram). This left the result Games 1-12 6-6 (one win each), Play-off Games 13-16 (Carlsen 2 wins, 2 draws).
