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Patrick Gong gained considerable media exposure from being the only player to defeat the famous English Grandmaster Nigel Short in a 31 board simultaneous display in March.  This came after
winning the Reserves title at the 2016 Australian Championship and, prior to that, the Australian Under 16 Championship. This year also saw him win the WA Allegro championship and be joint winner of the WA Lightning championship. He has also gained excellent results in various overseas tournaments throughout Asia.  This month he gained further success after being invited to participate in the Lidums Young Masters in Adelaide, competed for by six leading Australian and four overseas players all under 25 years.  Patrick was the lowest rated and the only player without a title but finished 6th with a plus score (+3 =4 -2) and gained his FM (FIDE) title. His score included wins against Kanan Izzat and James Morris (1st & 4th in 2016 Australian Championship) and a draw with French Grandmaster Adrien Demuth. Patrick has now entered for the 2017 Australian Open Championship in Brisbane and also the Oceania Zonal (a qualifying world championahip event) in NZ.
