Netherlands (White v Anish Giri):
Following the Australian Open in Brisbane two of WA's contestants, Yita Choong and Patrick Gong,  travelled to NZ to compete in the Oceania Zone Championships, preliminary tournaments for the World Championship.  They were joined by strong WA country player Gyula Plaganyi and WA Womens's Champion Kathryn Hardegen. Kathryn, in particular, had an excellent tournament coming second to 15 year old New Zealander WFM Layla Timergazi in the women's event. Kathryn, in scoring 6.5/9 (+5 =3 -1), half a point behind the winner, whom she beat, earned the Womens FIDE Master title (WFM).
