         BLACK to play and win (4 moves):
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After three weeks at the Womens World Championship we remain in Iran with news that two of its young players, 18 year old WGM/IM Dorsa Derakhshani, and her 15 year old brother Borna have both been banned from events in their homeland after falling foul of government policy while competing in the Gibraltar Chess Festival in February.  In the case of Dorsa, who is the second highest ranked Iranian female, the offence was wearing a simple headband rather than the stipulated hijab, (which all contestants in the World Championship were obliged to wear). As she now resides in Spain she maintained she should only have to wear the hijab when representing or sponsored by Iran.  Her brother Borna was banned for playing an Israeli although he was unaware of his opponent's nationality at the time. Iranian players are ordered to forfeit a game when paired against an Israeli although most tournament organisers avoid such pairings (the Gibraltar officials admitted their mistake in this case).
