The World Cup, a 128 player Knock-Out played in Tblisi, Georgia, concluded with victory for Levon Aronian who defeated Ding Loren 2-0 in the Rapidplay games after all their four classic games (double the number of all other rounds) finished in draws.  The early demise of a number of leading players was a boon for the Isle of Man International which secured entries from Magnus Carlsen, Fabiano Caruana, Vladimir Kramnik, Vishy Anand and Hikari Nakamura among its 140 contestants. The tournament started unusually with a random first round draw which brought together Caruana and Kramnik (Caruana win). World champion Magnus Carlsen was near his best, adventurous in using irregular defences, 1...g6, 1...b6 & 1...Nc6, and winning the event with 7.5/9, with Nakamura and Anand (7) second, followed by  nine players on 6.5, including Kramnik, Caruana and top British player Michael Adams. Top woman was Hou Yifan with 6.  For his success Carsen earned £50,000.
