Janowski vs Schallopp 1896:

White to play and win (3 moves):
In our alphabetical series on players who have openings or defences named after them we come to J for Janowski whose name is given to an obscure defence to the Queens Gambit, Janowski's Variation, 1.d4 d5 2.c4 e6 3.Nc3 a6. David Markelovich Janowski (1868-1927), a Franco-Polish grandmaster was, apart from Tarrasch, the only player to have defeated four World Champions, namely Steinitz, Lasker, Capablanca and Alekhine. He was a frequent prizewinner in the early years of the 20th century but was twice crushed by Emanuel Lasker in World Championship matches, +1 =2 -7 in 1908 and +0 =3 -8 in 1910. He was also addicted to gambling, winning and losing small fortunes at the casino. A story relates how, with only half the money raised for his first match v Lasker, he doubled the amount with a single stake on red at roulette. He was a master of attack, winning many brilliancy prizes but lost many half points through a stubborn refusal to accept draws.
His play deteriorated after WW1 and he died on the way to a tournament on the French Riviera.
