a) An alternative is 6…dxc – 7.e4 (7.e3 is more circumspect) 7…b5! 8.axb cxb 9.Nxb5 axb5! 10.Rxa8  Bb7 11.Ra1 Bxe4 12.Qd1 Bb4+ 13.Bd2 Bxf3 14.gxf3 Nd5 15.Bg2 Qg5 with a big advantage to Black.
b) To increase pressure Black bravely sacrifices a pawn and exposes his king
c) 15.Bf5 Bxd2+ 16.Rxd2 exd 17.Nxe4 Re8 18.Bxc8 Raxc8 and the two weakened castled positions provide chances for both sides.
d) An appealing move but Black is able to beat off the attack.
e) Not 17.Rxd4? Qc5.
f) If 18.h5 Bf5 19.Rd3 Rae8 20.hxg Re1+21.Rxe1 Bxd3 22.Qd2 Qxc4+ 23.Kd1 Qxa4+ 24.Kc1 Qa1#.
g) If 19.Qxg6 Qxc4+ 20.Kd2 (20.Kb1 Qg8) 20…Bf5!! 21.Qxf5 d3! 22.Rc1 Qb4+ 23.Kd1 Qb3+ 24.Ke1 Qxb2 wins.
h) If 22.Rd3 or 22.Qe2 Rae8.
i) 25.Kxg6? loses to 25.Qg3+ Kxh7 26.Rh1+
j) The right pawn to capture – 24…Bxg6 25.g5+ Ke6 27.f5+ Rxf5 28.Re1+ Kd6 29.Qg3+ Re5 30.Rxe5 Qxc4+ (30.Qxe5? Rd7+ wins) 31.Kd2 Bxh7 32.Rxb5+ and the ensuing king hunt will at the least win the queen.
k) This loses quickly but a piece down White cannot enter the ending with 30.Kd2 Qxc4 31.Qxc4 bxc4.
