This month 46 year old Michael Adams won his 6th British Championship after a play-off with Luke McShane. Adams hadn't lost a single game in British Championships for 30 years although in many years top international GM tournaments prevented his participation. However he came very close to losing that record in Rd 3 (see above). Going into the final round Adams shared the lead with David Howell and, while Adams could only draw, Howell lost to Luke McShane who won with a queen sacrifice. In the play-off Adams won the two blitz games (5min + 3sec) after he and McShane shared wins in the two rapidplay games (20min + 10sec).
