SOLUTION:  After 1...f3? Black planned 2.Rxh5 f2+ 3.Kf1 e2+! 4.Kxe2 f1=Q+. However White wins with 1.Rg5+! Kh7 2.Rxh5+ Kg6 3.Re5. Black should have played 1...Bg6  which is a probable draw after 2.Nb5 Bxc2 3.Nd4 (3...f3! 4.Nxf3! Rxf3 5.Ke2 Rh3 6.Re5).
