The World Rapidplay Championship (15min + 10sec)    
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with 203 competitors was played last month in St
Petersburg, Russia, and was won by a 22 year old
Russian Daniil Dubov with 11/15, the only unbeaten
player. Favourite, world champion Magnus Carlsen,
could not make up sufficient ground after losing his
first two games (the first after missing a winning move
and the second on time when winning in an endgame
2R +2p v Q + 1p) and finished =2nd together with
Shakhriyar Mamedyarov and Hikaru Nakamura on 10.5. Defending champion Viswanathan Anand managed 9.5 while Levon Aronian fared much worse with 7.5.
The tournament was then followed by the World Blitz
Championship (report next week).
