Eighteen year old Temur Kuybokarov has won the 2019
Australian Open Championship, played at the Box Hill
Club in Melbourne (88 competitors). Going into the last
round tied with five others players, Temur defeated Russian
Grandmaster Vasily Papin to claim the title with 7.5/9
(+6 =3). Temur, who came to WA from Uzbekistan over two
years ago with his family, is ranked 3rd in Australia and in
the very near future will become the 9th Australian to receive
the title of Grandmaster.

Choong, Adam Kelly all 5/9.
