WORLD TEAM  CHAMPIONSHIP
   Although not having the prestige of the Chess Olympiads, the World Team Championship, played this year in Kazakhstan, brings together ten of the strongest nations of the world from various geographical zones. Russia were victors with a round to spare, winning seven matches and drawing two. The battle for second place was very close with England with 5 wins, 3 draws (to Russia, India & USA) & 1 loss (to China) coming ahead of China (+4 =2 -2) with India & USA close behind. Other countries represented were, in order of finishing, Iran, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Sweden (who took the place of France) and Egypt. England's success was its best achievement since winning three second places in the 1980s Olympiads and coming first in the 1997 European Team Championship. Representing England were 1.Michael Adams, 2. Luke McShane (individual gold medal), 3. David Howell (individual bronze), 4. Gawain Jones (individual silver).
