US  CHAMPIONSHIP
It's now two months since the conclusion of the US Championship concluded. Three players, Fabiano Caruana, Liener Dominguez and Hikaru Nakamura, were tied on 7/10 going into the final round. In his final game Caruana drew with 2018 champion Sam Shankland and Dominquez failed to win a difficult queen ending with knight against passed pawn on the 7th against bottom placed Timur Gareyev,  while Nakamura defeated early leader Jeffrey Xiong to finish on 8/11 (+5 =6) to secure his fifth championship.
In the Womens Championship winner was 17 year old Jennifer Yu who scored a fantastic 10/11, conceding only two draws and winning by two and a half points.
