WOMENS CANDIDATES TOURNAMENT

place after 12 rounds before finishing with
 9.5/14 and, like Magnus Carlsen in Norway
recently, only losing her final game. The

SOLUTION: 1.Nf5! (1...Rxd3 2.Qe7+ Kg8 3.Qxg7#). Now after 1...Qb7, rather than 2.Rxc3 White played 2.Nh6? and after 2...gxh6 only drew. Short of time White not surprisingly missed 2.Qe7+!! (2...Rxe7 3.Rxd8+ Kf7 4.Nd6+ / 5.Nxb7 or 2...Kg8 3.Qxd8+ Rxd8 4.Rxd8+ Kf7 5.Nd6+ / 6.Nxb7).
