The recently completed Grand Chess Tour event played in Zagreb, Croatia, with twelve of the best players in the world competing, was won by world champion Magnus Carlsen with a score of 8/11, a point ahead of Wesley So.  Other scores: Levon Aronian, Fabiano Caruana 6, Anish Giri, Ian Nepomniachtchi, Ding Liren 5.5, Sergey Karjakin 5, Viswanathan Anand, Shakhriyar Mamedyarov Maxime Vachier-Lagrave 4.5, Hakaru Nakamura 4.  This latest tournament success, Carlsen's eighth in a row, extending his unbeaten streak in classical games to 79, brought his rating to 2882, equal to his previous highest.
