Mental effort and stress, which goes side by side  with serious competition, cause heart rates to increase, force the body to produce more energy, all magnified by disturbed sleep patterns
common to most players during tournaments. The
1984-85 world championship match between Anatoly
Karpov and  Garry Kasparov was aborted after 48
games with defending champion Karpov looking
haggard after losing 10kg during the exhausting
match. In a future article I shall detail how the top
GMs try to be fit to face the rigours of tournament
and match play.
