('super GM') barrier and was at one time ranked 8th
in the world.. Now retired she has beaten 11 players

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Kasparov and current champion Magnus Carlsen.
Just before her 11th birthday young American
Carissa Yip, with a win against Alexander Ivanov,
became the youngest girl to defeat a Grandmaster
and is now the top ranked US female.

Womens Championship with the astounding 9/10
and already has all her necessary norms to receive
the IM title (International Master).
