  YOUNG WEST AUSTRALIAN WINS AUSTRALIAN CHAMPIONSHIP
Nineteen year old Temur Kuybokarov became the first West Australian player to win the Australian Chess Championship after scoring 9/11 in the 2020 championship in Sydney. After starting with 5 wins his lead was reduced with a Rd 6 loss but three more wins in succession left him needing only one point from his final two games which he accomplished with two draws. Winning his final five games to finish with 8/11 was second placed Junta Ikeda whom Temur had beaten in Rd 4.
Temur was born in Uzbekistan in 2000 and taught chess by his mother when aged five. Aged only 11 he defeated world champion Vishy Anand, although it was in a simultaneous display in which the world champion took on a number of players at the same time. Temur became a Grandmaster in 2019 after his family moved to Australia in 2018. He won the Australian Open, which alternates with the Australian Championship, in both 2017 and 2019.  Last year he was acknowledged by the West Australian as one of the state's rising stars.
