YOUTH TRIUMPHS AGAIN
This week we again see youth triumph in tournament
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play. The successful junior this time is World Under
14 Champion Aydin Suleymanli from Azerbaijan, who
won the 18th Aeroflot tournament in Moscow despite
being ranked a lowly 71st among the 97 competitors.
Aydin finished equal first to fourth with 6.5/9 but took
the title on tie break (one through having more Blacks
and two from superior totals of opponents' ratings).
Eydin, rated 2474, was given special dispensation to
play as the A group is intended for players over 2550.
Azerbaijan has a strong tradition of chess players including former world champion, the great Garry 

Kasparov, and, among present day players, Shakhriyar
Mamedyarov and Teimour Radjabov both among
