The contestants have firstly played each other in a Round Robin with the best eight going into a knockout quarter-final. Top place was gained by Hikaru Nakamura with 7.5/11. He was followed by Sergey Karjakin 7, Yu Yangyi, Wesley So, world champion Magnus Carlsen, Ding Liren all 6, Danil Dubov, Levon Aronian, Alexander Grischuk all 5.5, Alirreza Firouzja 4.5, Jan-Krzysztof Duda 4, Wei Yi 2.5. Grischuk, a three-times world blitz champion, was the unlucky one of the three players on 5.5 to be eliminated on tie-break.
