WHO  IS  DANIIL  DUBOV?
Last week I reported on Daniil Dubov defeating Hikaru Nakamura in the final of the Lindores Abbey Rapid Online Challenge. Many readers may not have heard much about Dubov who is is a Russian, aged 24. He became a Grandmaster just short of his fifteenth birthday and in 2018 won the World Rapid Chess Championship. He served as one of Magnus Carlsen's seconds in the 2018 World Championship against Fabiano Caruana. His highest rating of 2709 was achieved in September 2018 and he is currently rated 38th in the world.
