Three weeks ago I reported on the quarter finals of the Lindores Abbey Rapid (won by Daniil Dubov), including the Ding Liren - Yu Yangi matches. Ding had lost the first match but was ahead 2-1 in the second. Playing Black in the 4th game, a loss would see an Armegeddon game and possible elimination while a draw would ensure a third mini match,.We might have expected him to play safe but instead he chose a gambit line, sacrificing a pawn and then the exchange:
