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WORLD NEWS
The FIDE Chess Olympiad started 25 July and concludes 30 August with 163 teams and over 1500 participants. Each team consists of six main players, including at least two women, at least one player who is 20 or younger. Each team may have up to six reserves. Time limit 15 min for each game with 5 sec increments. A mamoth logistical nightmare with different time zones and with the possibility of teams' players scattered, eg Australia's top two players Anton Smirnov in Sydney and Temur Kuybokarov in Perth.
