Magnus Carlsen's  unbeaten run of 125 games in Classic Chess stretching over two years came to an end a week ago when he was beaten by young Pole Jan-Krzysztof Duda in the Altibox tournament in Stavanger, Norway. His victory came on the same day teenager Iga Swiatek won the French Women's Open Tennis Championship. Both were congratulated by the Polish Prime Minister on Twitter. Now aged 22 Duda became a Grandmaster at the age of 15 and reached his peak ranking of 12th last year (now ranked 16th).
