Tevis (1928-1984) was a fascinating character, famous for his short stories and six novels, three of which, The Hustler, The Color of Money and The Man who Fell to Earth, were adapted into major films. He was also an alcoholic, a drug addict, a gambler, a fanatical pool player and a keen, though mediocre, chess player.
