The eldest of the famous Polgar sisters, Susan, born 1969, who became the top ranked female player in the world at the age of 15, was the third woman to gain the Grandmaster title and held the Womens World Championship title from 1996 to 1999. She emigrated from Hungary to USA in 1994 and is the founder of the Susan Polgar Foundation to promote chess among the young, particularly girls.
Here are some more highlights of her chess career:
● The only woman to win the Triple Crown - Womens World Classic, Rapid and Blitz titles.
● 5 times Olympic Champion with 10 medals and no defeats.
● Most consecutive Olympiad games without defeat, 56.
● Broke four world records for a simultaneous in 2005 including most played (326) and most won (309).
● US Open Blitz Championship winner in 2003, 2005, 2006
