CHESS  OLYMPIAD  1939
The  8th Chess Olympiad in Buenos Aires, Argentina, in 1939, the first time the event had been staged outside Europe, brought together a record number of countries, 27, mainly due to the interest in other Central and South American countries, although winners and runners-up from the previous Olympiad in Stockholm, USA and Hungary, both declined to send teams. After Preliminaries teams were divided into two groups with the top four teams from each of the four Preliminary groups qualifying for the A Finals with the rest playing in the B Finals. However the finals were due to start on September 1, the very date of the outbreak of World War II. After deliberations it was agreed to continue with only one team, England, deciding to leave, with three of their five players taking up positions with the code-breaking centre at Bletchley Park. When the finals were played six of the matches between enemy countries were unplayed and called 2-2 draws.  Germany finished on top with 36/56 with Poland (35.5) second and Estonia (33.5) third. At the close of the event a host of players, many of them Jewish, decided not to return to their own countries, the most famous being Miguel Najdorf (Poland). Significantly all five members of the German team also stayed. This influx of players certainly ensured that Argentina would become a major force in world chess.
