Other players involved (in order of finishing) were Maxime Vachier-Lagrave, Alireza Firoujia, Levon Aronian, Richard Rapport, Peter Svidler, Fabiano Caruana, Etienne Bacrot (only Rapid) + Vladimir Kramnik (only Blitz), Teimour Radjabov.
