The Candidates Tournament, with eight qualifiers and 14 rounds, starts on June 16 and finishes on July 5.  Third highest rated player is American Fabiano Caruana, aged 29, who will be playing his fourth consecutive Candidates and who finished in top place in 2018 before losing to Carlsen in his challenge with all 12 Classic games drawn before Carlsen won the Rapidplay tiebreak 3-0.
Caruana became a Grandmaster just shy of his 14th birthday. Born in Miami, he moved to Italy in 2005 and won the Italian Championship four times. Perhaps his greatest success was the 2014 Sinquefield in which he recorded a tournament rating of 3098, the highest ever. He moved back to America in 2015 with more notable successes coming his way including the 2016 US Championship, 2017 London Classic, 6th Norway Chess 2017 and Tata Steel 2020.
