The final player to look at from the Candidates is world number 13 Teimour Rajabov, an Azerbaijani, born in 1987, and, like so many top Grandmasters, a former child genius. He became a GM aged 14 in 2001, at the time the youngest ever. His highest world ranking was 4 in 2012. He has played in two previous Candidates and also qualified for 2020 but withdrew because of concerns about Covid. He was given a wild card into this year’s Candidates. His most important tournament triumphs have been the winning of the 2008 Elista Grand Prix, the 2017 Geneva Grand Prix and the 2019 FIDE World Cup. He was the first player to defeat Kasparov after he had become world champion.
Ian Nepomniachtchi increased his lead to a point after 8 rounds when Fabiano Caruana lost to his American compatriot Hikaru Nakamura, a lead he maintained when he and Catuana drew in Rd 9.
