The other major chess news while I was out of the country was the 44th Olympiad played in Chennai, India, from 28 July to 9 August. 350 teams competed in the combined Open and Women’s events with teams consisting of four players and a reserve. In the Open, with the non-participation of China and Russia, USA was ranked first with India A second in. However winner was Uzbekistan on tie-break from Armenia after both teams finished on 19 match points in their 11 matches (2 points win, 1 point draw).  India B was 3rd (18) with India A, USA, Moldavia 4th-6th. Australia was 30th with 14/22.  Women’s - 1st  Ukraine 18/22 on tie-break from Georgia, 3rd India (17) with Australia, 42nd with 13 in a cluster of teams 35th – 52nd,.
