The top rated player is Tin Jingyao from Singapore. Tin, born in 2000 is rated 2562. He is a five times Singapore champion and represented his country in Chess Olympiads in 2014 and 2016. In July this year he became the youngest Singaporian to gain the title of Grandmaster.
Australia and WA's best chance lies in Temur Kuybokarov who is rated 2558. Temur,
orginally from Uzbekistan, became a Grandmaster when eighteen. Since coming to WA he has won a host of tournaments, both within Australia and abroad. He won the Australian Championship in 2020 and was Australian Open champion in 2017 and 2019, a title he will be keen to retain.
SOLUTION: 1...Qb7!!  After 2.Bxb7 fxg6 White resigned: if 2.Qe4 Qxd5! 3.Qxd5 c1=Q.
