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John-Paul Wallace vs Rasmus Svane, 2014:

How does White defend against ...Nxc3 & ...Qd2+ & gain a winning position?

AUSTRALIAN  STRIVING  TO  BECOME  GM
Many readers will be unfamiliar with the name John-Paul Wallace, a 46 year old Australian who left Australia to pursue his chess passion in London. Wallace became the youngest ever Australian champion in 1994 aged 17 and won the Australian Open in 2003.  He represented Australia in two Olympiads, Moscow 1994 and  Armenia 1996. This year he married and moved from the UK to live in Norway and recently won the 100 player Kragero Resort International in Norway with 7/9 ahead of 12 GMs (Grandmasters), including GM Bobby Cheng, also a former Australian champion.This result earned him his second GM norm. A third norm is required to receive nomination for the GM title.
