With several players tied on 4.5, there will also be a play-off for the Reserves (Undwe 2000) tirle. Kathryn Hardegen with 4.5 retained the titleof Womens Champion while Celine  Ong with 3.5 was the leading girl player.
Proof that WA chess is on the move, with GM Temur Kuybokarov Australian Champion and Patrick Gong gaining his IM (International Master) title, is the selection of three West Australians, Rebo Fu, Rui Gen Teh and Iker Hernandez-Mendez for the Australian FIDE World Under 16 Team Championships (2 teams, 4 players each team). Iker was also winner of the Metro Club championship with 9/9 earlier this year.
