For the A division the top two teams will play in the final.  This will be played at the venue of the leading team, that will need only 2 points in the final match to win the A division.  In the B & C divisions the competition is the best of 2 matches so a third round will be played at Metro or Perth club if required.  Note that if the third match is drawn then tie break rules based on game points and then results on higher boards will be used.  Those same tie break rules will be used in the A division to decide the leading teams after the preliminary rounds.

Normal rules of chess will apply and the time control will be 90 mins each with no increment.  This will enable the team to have a known finish time.  The start time should be 7:30 or the normal start time of the club.  Players must be seated in rating order with a 50 point tolerance unless previously authorized by the organizer.  The lower rated team may choose their seating order last if they have any discretion available.  Discussion about tactics in accepting a draw or playing on for a win is allowed provided no advice about a player's position is given.

Please ensure that the teams will consist of 4 players with the following rating restrictions:

A:  Open no restrictions

B: Under 1850 with team average under 1750 (an extra exemption may be allowed if no A team for a club),

C: Under 1500 team average with at least two players under 1500.
