3) The GP points earned in each tournament remain the same as 2010

NOTE: the details of some of these tournaments still need to be confirmed. Any modified details will be distributed well in advance of the event in question.
Tournament Conditions:

Playing conditions (time controls, number of rounds, starting time, tie breaking methods, etc) may vary from tournament to tournament – so PLEASE check the entry form for each tournament. All participants in these Grand Prix tournaments must be MEMBERS of the Chess Association of Western Australia. It is possible to join the CAWA when you pay for your entry to any tournament.
Age Groups:

Typically, tournaments will be run in four different age categories: U18, U14, U12 and U10 though, sometimes, different age groups may be combined to play in the one tournament. Ages of players will be taken as at December 31st 2010.
GP Points:

GP points will be allocated in four age groups: U18, U14, U12 and U10, and are determined as follows:

1st = 25, 2nd = 20, 3rd = 16, 4th = 15, 5th = 14, 6th = 13, 7th = 12, 8th = 11, 9th = 10, 10th = 9, 11th = 8, 

12th = 7, 13th = 6 and participation = 5 (if no other points). 
At the end of the year, 10 individual prizes will be awarded for each age group, with only each player’s best 6 results to count. There are also prizes for the highest scoring Primary School and Secondary School. There will be no limit on the number of players scoring points for any school in any tournament.
To be eligible for the overall prizes, a player must play in at least two tournaments. Also, players may not win overall prizes (at the end of the year) in more than age category.
Entry Fees:

For 2011, the entry fees will be $20 for each of the Grand Prix tournaments. However, players may purchase a SEASON PASS for $120, which will cover his/her entry into ALL Grand Prix tournaments, but not including the WA Junior Championships which are not in the 2011 Junior Grand Prix.
