To understand this problem you really need to have studied it 2 days ago!  A young boy regularly defeated his older sister & it seemed he would again.  However the girl (White) announced ‘Mate in one’, bringing off a surprise win.  What was her amazing move?
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While chess players are usually happy to imitate the opening play of the experts, there can be considerable satisfaction in developing one’s own opening systems.  I remember deciding to play 1 b3 in the late 60s although I had never seen any analysis on this obscure opening.  This was well before Larsens Opening, as it came to be called, had become an accepted opening system. Years later I was able to study Keene’s 1997 book on the opening and was pleased to find many of my ideas coincided with those of the ‘Great Dane’, with results from the Larsen, which I played for more than 10 years, generally very good. To a lesser extent it has been the same with the Dunst Opening (1 Nc3) which I first tried in 1974.  Again study a number of years later (Wall’s 1995 ‘1 Nc3 Dunst Opening’) confirmed that ideas I had formulated were similar to those developed by leading players of the Dunst.
