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Last week we saw a game by 76 year old Viktor Korchnoi who lost two matches for the world title against Anatoly Karpov.  Karpov, 56, is also very much a veteran but can still pull off a spectacular finish: Karpov – Stojanovic (May 2007), White mates in 3:
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The recently completed ten-player Huntingdale Masters proved to be a close tussle between two of WA’s top players, Stephanus Kurniawan and Michael Horstmann with Michael going through the tournament undefeated and overcoming Stephanus in their individual game to finish with 7.5/9.  However this was not enough to gain first place with Stephanus winning all his other games to finish on 8/9.  Third was Albany teenager Tom Donaldson (6.5) who played his games via Internet, followed by WA’s highest rated player Tristan Boyd on 5.5.  Here is an exciting game from the winner:
