Nakamura has an uncompromising aggressive style, always ready to take risks. In the following game, rather than take a draw, he allows his castled king to walk a tightrope, finishing on h7.

g) White also avoids the possibility of a draw by repetition but he will need to ward off numerous mating threats.

h) Preventing 33…Qg5#.

i) Preventing 35…e6+ mating.
j) Preventing 36…Rg4+ 37.Kxh5 Qe8+ mating.

k) Preventing 39…Qf8+ mating. 

l) Black could play 41…Rg6!! which draws after 42.Bxg6 Bg8+ 43.Kh8 Bf7+.  White might consider 42.Qxg6 Bxg6+ 43.Kxg6.

m) Avoiding 42.Qxf7?? Rh8+ 43.Kg6 Qh6#.
