The final round of the Wijk aan Zee Corus A began with six of the 14 players tied in top spot. Radjabov, Aronian and Movsesian all drew while Magnus Carlsen lost.  The decisive match between the other two leaders, Leinier Perez Dominguez and Sergey Karjakin was a real blood and thunder struggle with the Cuban throwing everything at his young Ukranian opponent.  Victory might have gone either way but Dominguez faltered in time trouble leaving Karjakin (8/13) victor by a half point.

However he was cleared on a technicality after it transpired that there was not a designated Doping Control Officer present at the time.
